1 November 2020 Of ItS Owner?

The MIRO Gallery in Prague is moving after twenty-eight years. You will no
longer find it in the Church of St. Roch in the area of the Strahov Monastery, but
literally a house away. Its owner Miro Smolak agreed with the abbot of the Royal
Canonry of the Premonstratensians to move the gallery to a picturesque house built
in 1667, which stands next to the church - the house, where director Otto Haas and
actor Miroslav Machacek lived.

Later, the house belonged
to the widow of Rudolf Slan-
sky Jr. Karel Gott also used to
go there to paint his paint-
ings. What an incredible im-
print of history!

The moving goes well, no
drama is happening: Miro
Smoldk  comments  with
a smile that although he is
leaving after almost three
decades and feeling nostal-
gic, his employee is look-
ing forward to finally being
warm. You know how it is in
churches with heating. ..

“We have a lease agree-
ment until 2032. Two years
ago, however, the manage-
ment of the monastery came
to see me and in a friendly
conversation they indicated
that they were considering
a reorganisation. They wanted to set up an information centre in the church for
the entire Strahov Monastery and offered to sell tickets to the MIRO Gallery there.
You can't refuse such an offer”, explains Miro Smolék.

He started his business in 1987 and when he saw the question mark in my eyes,
he nodded that it really was during the socialist era — and on top of that, in East
Germany, where he fathered two sons and got married while studying at Humboldt
University of Berlin and later at FAMU in Prague.

He claimed that fate led him to business. “I cant do anything else. Andrej,
the younger brother, is an academic painter, his mother was a midwife, who wrote
folk poems, and his father was a truck driver, who could play almost any musical
instrument,” Smoldk recalls.

When he went to his first documentary film festival in Oberhausen, West Ger-
many, he took his brother’s watercolours with him. He then began organising exhibi-
tions of Czechoslovak artists in Switzerland and former West Germany.

“At that time, it was not forbidden to export paintings, only it had to be in ac-
cordance with regulations and with the consent of the organisation, which had the
poetic name Art Centrum Praha. And you didn’t even have to be a party member;’
Smolak says smiling.

“When I crossed the Swiss border with thirty paintings in a suitcase, I had a pro-
forma invoice with the prices of the paintings with me. When I sold the two paint-
ings and returned home, I had to pay VAT on them in Switzerland. Art Centrum
Praha took 15 percent of the sale and I shared the rest with the artist. That was all,”
he describes laconically.

Then the revolution came and his business took on a new dimension. Twenty-
eight years ago, he founded a limited partnership in Prague, which still operates
the MIRO Gallery. In 2000, it was joined by Trebbia Foundation, which annu-
ally awards a prize to artists and patrons of the arts from many countries around
the world.

The owner of the gallery recalls with a smile the time when in 1995 he drove
thirty Picasso lithographs from Berlin to Prague in a car across Cinovec for an ex-
hibition. When he told the customs officer about it, they did not believe it at first,

then one turned to his colleague and called out: “Honza, come and see, Mr Smolak is
carrying thirty Picassos!”

The SmolaK’s gallery, which has worked closely with the Michael Haas Gallery
Berlin/Zurich for many years, specialised mostly in the world classical modern art.
It offers works not only by Picasso, Chagall, Braque and other world classics, but also
contemporary top Czech and foreign art.

Right now, he is organising a big sale of the works he owns and is carrying out an
inventory check of less than thirteen hundred exhibits. “I have not seen some works
for thirty years. It was stored in three warehouses, one of which was in Berlin,” states
Smolak.

The reason for the extensive inventory check is not only to raise money, but fit
into a new, smaller gallery and reduce depositories. Smolak is therefore sending out
a catalogue to hundreds of Czech wealthy entrepreneurs and waiting for who will be
interested.

He says the waiting is worthwhile: he had sent catalogues to one of the wealthy en-
trepreneurs on the list for four years and nothing. After four years, the entrepreneur
responded by himself. Another one had been sent catalogues without a response for
even seven years, but then he bought almost twenty works at one time and invested in
dozens of other graphics, paintings and sculptures during the mortgage crisis.

However, Miro Smoldk is glad that even people who are not dizzyingly rich also
buy his works. He says that a new generation of clients who were born when his gal-
lery in Prague was established is coming. He believes this proves that we are a cultural
nation.

As an example, a teacher from Moravia did not hesitate to get on a train and come
to the exhibition to buy a graphic by Mila Fiirstovd, who became famous in the world
for her wings for Coldplay. Or a couple from Kutnd Hora, whom Smolédk surprised
with his business strategy.

They looked at the catalogue of art prints, but when they saw the price of one
graphic, they hesitated. The owner of the gallery offered them to set a price for them-
selves, so they would enjoy the work. In the end, they agreed and the family took
home four art prints.

It plays into Smolak’s hands that these days people think about how to save money
safely. This was also the case during the aforementioned crisis, which started in 2008.
“Everyone complained about it and my art was very successful,” praises the crisis
the man, who will soon be seventy, but enjoys selling paintings just as he did forty

years ago.

To bylo vSechno,“ popisuje
lakonicky.

Pfed osmadva-
ceti lety zaloZil v Praze komanditni spole¢nost, kterd dodnes provozuje Galerii
MIRO. V roce 2000 k ni pak ptibyl Nadac¢ni fond Trebbia, kazdoro¢né ocenujici
umélce a mecend$e uméni z mnoha zemi svéta.

Smoldkova galerie, ktera dlouhd 1éta uzce spolupracuje s Galerii Mi-
chael Haas Berlin/Curych, se specializuje z 80 procent na svétovou klasickou
modernu. Nabizi dila nejen Picassa, Chagalla, Braquea a dal$ich svétovych kla-
sikdl, ale i soucasné $pickové ¢eské a zahrani¢ni uméni.

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Czechs are a people of culture, says
gallery owner Miro Smolak

The MIRO Gallery has been housed in the Prague
Church of St. Roch in Strahov since 1993. Its
owner and director Miro Smolak made a decision
and started the project of International Trebbia
Awards as an expression of appreciation to art
patrons and the artists themselves. The statue
of an angel, created by the Czech sculptor Stefan
Milkov, has already been awarded not only to
celebrities from the Czech Republic and Slovakia,
but also from Europe and the whole world. These
include musicians Bob Geldof, Ron Wood, patron
Meda Mladkova, film director Otakar Vévra, actor
Ladislav Chudik, photographer Robert Vano, Rus-
sian opera singer Jelena Obrazcovova, Karel Gott
and Nicholas Winton.

“In a way, every year of Trebbie is unique in that | have
been able to find entrepreneurs for two decades who
will help to cover the considerable costs associated with
this evening. In 19 years, 105 laureates from 27 coun-
tries have received the Trebbia award. At the 19th an-
nual award which this year we were forced to move on
13 June 2021 to the Spanish Hall of Prague Castle due
to Covid-19, the laureate from the state of Israel will
also for the first time. The Trebbia Foundation receives
dozens of candidate recommendations a year from all
continents, and they are mostly people who deserve
the Trebbia award in their category. We can award
a maximum of eight laureates a year, which is decided
by an International Nomination Jury composed of nine
members” — said Miro Smolak.

He was the first art dealer to bring an exhibition of graphic
works by Pablo Picasso to the Czech Republic in 1994.

As a gallerist, he carefully chooses the painters. He rep-
resents only a few contemporary artists. In cooperation
with his business partner, Galerie Michael Haas Berlin/
Zurich, he focuses primarily on world classical modern-
ism and top contemporary art.

The gallerist Miro Smolak is a very active person. Thanks
to his perseverance and business talent, he was able to
bring to Prague the works of Salvador Dali, Marek Cha-
gall and Pablo Picasso, Markus Lipertz, J. G. Dokoupil,
André Masson, Frank Stella and others.

Do you originally come from Slovakia?

Yes, | was born in the village of Starina, Snina district.
My home village is flooded with water, but it is still close
to my heart. My mother wrote folk poems, my father
was a truck driver and he could play almost all the
musical instruments he took in his hand. My younger
brother Andrej is an academic painter. | was selling his
watercolor paintings in high school.

| started in 1987 in Berlin, where we built the 10 x 10 m
MIRO ART HOUSE with my family and friends. Artists
from all over the world met there to create. After 1989,
| gained new premises for rent in the center of Ber-
lin. In 1993, | had the opportunity to set up a gallery
in Prague, and with the help of Karel Gott, my efforts
were also successful. Thus, the MIRO Gallery was estab-
lished in the Church of Saint Roch, which | have been
running for 28 years on the premises of the Strahov
Monastery. Although many tourists flow through the
monastery complex, most of the visitors to the MIRO
Gallery is the Czech public. They are interested in works
of art of world classical modernism as well as top con-
temporary art.

At present, there are somewhere around 14 thousand
active artists in the Czech Republic who try to make
a living from this activity. A good gallerist must sense
the talent and art of a painter, which is sold in the gal-
lery to collectors or art lovers.

Is the Czech Republic a country where culture and
art thrive?

In principle, | think the Czech nation is very cultural in
nature. Considering the fact that there are only about
ten million Czechs, an unprecedented number of fa-
mous people have emerged from this nation, who have
established themselves on a global scale. Czechs can be
rightfully proud of their country.

Last June, Mr. Karel Gott received his last earthly
award in the form of the TREBBIA award in the cat-
egory of contribution to the dialogue of national
cultures. | think he was one of the few who united
the nations of the former Soviet Union, later the
Russian Federation, Poland, East and West Ger-
many, Austria and Czechoslovakia by the power of
his cultural personality and artistic expression for
decades.
